GLASS SESSIONS

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VISITS TO OTHER GHURGHES

After the first of the year, the class will visit several other religious
worship services. Plans are to visit an African-American church, a Jewish
Synagogue, an Islamic mosque, the Hindu temple, an Assemblies of God
church, and a Roman Catholic Churh. Parents will be needed to help drive.

SERVIGE PROJEGTS

Service is an essential part of the life of a Christian. As such, each
student will have the opportunity to participate three different service
projects during the confirmation process; one project must be something
within our church community, another project will be within the
community of Madrid and the third project must be something beyond the
local church and community.

MIENTORS

Each student will be assigned a mentor during the fall. Mentors will meet
with the students to answer questions about their faith, provide a positive
adult, Christian role model, assist them with their service projects and
lead them through developing their Statements of Faith.

FAITH STATEMENT

Each student will write a summary of your faith and personal beliefs
where they answer these questions: What do you believe about God?
What do you believe about Jesus? What is the importance of the church?

What gifts do you want to use as a member of the church? What life
experience best illustrates your faith (that is, tell your story).
